and hernia management, ‘top papers’ of 2023/2024, video sessions where experts
demonstrate their surgical techniques, in addition to a new technology session,
and a debate session. | am also excited to announce that we are organising a
number of other ‘cross over’ joint sessions with the other ISS integrated societies
(IASMEN, IATSIC, IAES) and the Federation Latinoamericana de Cirugia
(FELAC) which I am certain will be extremely stimulating with lively
discussions.

I am also thrilled to announce the annual ISDS / SSAT joint breakfast meeting at
Digestive Diseases Week (DDW) is also currently being planned and will take
place in Washington D.C. as part of the DDW meeting that is schedule between
May 18-21 2024. The exact date and time of the symposium are yet to be
confirmed. The symposium will cover the multidisciplinary management of
upper and lower gastrointestinal functional conditions / pathologies with
presentations from a truly outstanding panel. | hope all ISDS members who are
at DDW will consider attending this symposium as I’m sure it will be an
outstanding session.

Presentation of the accepted abstract will only be possible in person at the
congress, online presentation will not be considered.
